In the spirit if  integral ecology, hope for the Earth and the Poor. 

Laudato Si' Goals - Laudato Si' Ac�on Pla�orm (laudatosiac�onpla�orm.org)  

The Response to the Cry of the Earth is a call to protect our common home for the 

wellbeing of all, as we equitably address the climate crisis, biodiversity loss, and  

ecological sustainability. Ac�ons could include the adop�on of renewable energies 

and energy sufficiency measures, achieving carbon neutrality, protec�ng biodiversity, 

promo�ng sustainable agriculture, and guaranteeing access to clean water for all.  

The Response to the Cry of the Poor is a call to promote eco-jus�ce, aware that we 

are called to defend human life from concep�on to death, and all forms of life on 

Earth. Ac�ons could include projects to promote solidarity, with special a en�on 

given to vulnerable groups such as indigenous communi�es, refugees, migrants, 

and children at risk, analysis and improvement of social systems, and social service 

programmes. 

Ecological Economics acknowledges that the economy is a sub-system of human 

society, which itself is embedded within the biosphere–our common home. Ac�ons 

could include sustainable produc�on and consump�on, ethical investments, divest-

ment from fossil fuels and any ac�vity harmful to the planet and the people,  

suppor�ng circular economies, and priori�zing care labour and protec�ng the  

dignity of workers.  

The Adop�on of Sustainable Lifestyles is grounded in the idea of sufficiency, and 

promo�ng sobriety in the use of resources and energy. Ac�ons could include re-

ducing waste and recycling, adop�ng sustainable dietary habits (op�ng for a more 

plant-based diet and reducing meat consump�on), greater use of public transport, 

ac�ve mobility (walking, cycling), and avoiding single use items (e.g. plas�c, etc.).  

Ecological Educa�on is about re-thinking and re-designing curricular and  

ins�tu�onal reform in the spirit of integral ecology in order to foster ecological 

awareness and transforma�ve ac�on. Ac�ons could include ensuring equitable 

access to educa�on for all and promo�ng human rights, fostering Laudato Si’ 

themes within the community, encouraging ecological leadership (students, 

teachers), and ecological restora�on ac�vi�es.  

Ecological Spirituality springs from a profound ecological conversion and helps us 

to “discover God in all things”, both in the beauty of crea�on and in the sighs of 

the sick and the groans of the afflicted, aware that the life of the spirit is not  

dissociated from worldly reali�es. Ac�ons could include promo�ng crea�on-

based liturgical celebra�ons, developing ecological catechesis, retreats and  

forma�on programmes, etc.  

Community resilience and empowerment envisage a synodal journey of  

community engagement and par�cipatory ac�on at various levels. Ac�ons could 

include promo�ng advocacy and developing people’s campaigns, encouraging 

rootedness and a sense of belonging in local communi�es and neighbourhood 

ecosystems.
